Charging the external device via
the USB port on the AC adapter

1 Make sure that your external device supports
USB charging.

2 Connect the USB port on the AC adapter and the
external device with a USB power cable, such as
the one supplied with your device.
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When current consumption of the connected
device exceeds the rated current of the AC adapter,
power supply to the USB port stops. The power
supply restarts when the current consumption of
the connected device is reduced.

3. Setting Up

1 Connect to a Power Outlet

Plug the AC adapter to the DC IN port on the
VAIO computer and connect the AC adapter and
a power outlet with the supplied power cord.

ToDCINport

To connect a mobile battery or adapter that does
not support USB Power Delivery to the USB
Type-C™ port, use the following procedure to do
the settings on your VAIO computer according to
the ratings of the device you are connecting.

@ Select E (start), and then select VAIO Control
Center from the menu.

(@ Select Hardware, and then in USB Type-C
Power Delivery, select 1.0A (Output current
less than 1.5A) or 1.5A (Output current 1.5A
or higher).

The default setting is 1.5A (Output current 1.5A or
higher).

Some devices cannot use this function, depending
on the device, even if you do the above settings.

2 Turn On Your VAIO Computer

Lift the LCD screen lid and press the ) power
button on the computer.
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» When lifting the LCD screen lid, do not grasp the
area around the camera as it will cause
malfunctions.

* Do not turn off your VAIO computer before the
Windows Setup window appears.

3 set Up Windows (Initial Setup)

Follow the instructions displayed on the
Windows Setup window to make initial settings.

The VAIO computer you purchased may have the
latest Windows 10 updates applied. With these
updates applied, some alterations may be required
to the operation procedures on the Windows Setup
window described in this document.

ll- Connect to the Internet

Before connecting to the Internet, you need to
select a connection service, make a contract
with an Internet service provider accordingly,
and make the Internet connection settings on
your VAIO computer.

With your VAIO computer, you can connect to the
Internet either via a Wi-Fi (wireless LAN) or
wired LAN network.

For detailed information on the Internet
connection settings and required network
devices, refer to the manual from your service
provider and the manual that came with your
device.

Establishing a successful connection to the
Internet completes Windows license
authentication.

Connecting via a Wi-Fi network

1 Select EH (start), 8 (Settings), Network &
Internet, and Wi-Fi, and then set Wi-Fi to On.

2 Select Show available networks.

3 Select the desired Wi-Fi access point, and then
select Connect.

Connecting via a Wired LAN network

1 Plug one end of a LAN cable (not supplied) to
the %5 LAN port on your VAIO computer and the
other to your modem/router.

Running Windows Update

1 Select EH (start), Settings), and Update &
security.

2 Select Windows Update and follow the on-
screen instructions to update the Windows.

6 Creating your own recovery
media

Your VAIO computer does not come with any
recovery media. Be sure to create your own
recovery media with a USB flash drive before
you first use the computer following your
purchase. For more information, refer to the
Recovery and Troubleshooting Guide.

Always be sure to use the AC adapter to connect
your VAIO computer to a power outlet before doing
a recovery.

To turn off your VAIO computer or place it into
Sleep mode after the above preparations, select
E (start), [@] (Power), and Shut down or Sleep.

4. Using Fingerprint Authentication (on models with fingerprint

On your VAIO computer, you can use the
fingerprint sensor to access the Windows Hello
functions. The Windows Hello functions include
signing in to the Windows user account for
which you have enrolled your fingerprint.

For more details on the functions and setup of
Windows Hello, refer to the Windows Hello
help.

Enrolling your fingerprint

Follow these steps to set up Windows Hello
and enroll your fingerprint.

1 Select B (start), (Settings), and Accounts.

2 Select Sign-in options and set your password.
If you have already set your password, proceed
to step 3.

3 Select Set up under Fingerprint.
Then, follow the on-screen instructions.
If you have not set a PIN, set it at the end of the
procedure.

To scan your fingerprint, put your finger on the
fingerprint sensor.

Notes on fingerprint authentication

» The fingerprint authentication technology does
not assure complete verification of personal
identity, nor does it guarantee absolute
protection of your data and hardware. VAIO
Corporation assumes no liabilities arising out
of your use of or inability to use the fingerprint
sensor.

» The fingerprint recognition rate varies
depending on your use of the fingerprint
sensor. It is not consistent among individuals
as well.

*» Keep the fingerprint sensor unscratched and
clean to avoid malfunctions.

* Please be aware that your enrolled fingerprint
data may be erased in the course of repair
work to your VAIO computer.

» When you enroll fingerprints, be sure to enroll
more than one finger, in case of injuries.

» Depending on the state of your fingerprint or
your use of the fingerprint sensor, enrollment
or authentication of the fingerprint may fail.
When fingerprint authentication fails, try the
following:

- Use another finger.

- Clean the finger.

- Delete the fingerprint already enrolled, and
then enroll it once again.

» During a dry season, such as winter, be sure to
touch a metal object to discharge static
electricity from your body before scanning
your fingerprint. Static electricity may cause
malfunctions of the fingerprint sensor.

« If you have enabled fingerprint authentication
for recovery from Sleep mode, your VAIO
computer may recover from Sleep mode
unintentionally if something touches the
fingerprint sensor, such as while you are
carrying itin a bag.

If your VAIO computer has wireless WAN
capability, you can insert your SIM card
(microSIM card) into the microSIM card slot on

the computer for wireless WAN communications.

1 Turn Off Your VAIO Computer

2 Insert Your SIM Card to the
microSIM Card Slot on the Back
of the Computer

Insert the SIM card with the contacts facing
down.

On the lid of the microSIM card slot, there is a
mark depicting how the SIM card should be
inserted.

* Do not touch the contacts on the SIM card
while inserting or removing the SIM card. In
the meantime, be sure to hold your VAIO
computer firmly.

» Do not bend the SIM card or exert excessive
force on it to avoid damage to the card.

» Wireless WAN communications will not be
available unless the SIM card is properly
inserted.

Make Settings for the SIM Card

For detailed setting instructions, refer to the
manual that came with your SIM card.

Depending on your carrier, your VAIO computer
may need firmware specific to the carrier for
wireless WAN communications.

If the window indicating a firmware change
appears when you turn on the computer with
your SIM card inserted, do not place the
computer into Sleep mode or turn off the
power.

Note that the computer is disconnected from
the network while the firmware change is in
progress.
